PREFACE

The year under review is characterized by imple-
mentation of the activity programme intended for the
Patent Office under the Government of the Republic
of Armenia and included in the government decree
Nel167 of March 9, 2001.

In the course of 2000 the Patent Office under the
Government of the Republic of Armenia developed
fully its activities in the field of protection of indus-
trial property subject matter and increased consider-
ably the incomes to the budget. Particularly the re-
ceipts to the State budget amount to 166191.0 thou-
sand drams (it was planned 112000.0 thousand drams),
including 24099.5 thousand drams for legal protection
of inventions and utility models, 75508.7 thousand
drams for legal protec-tion of trademarks and indus-
trial designs, 36254.0 thousand drams for legal pro-
tection of trade names, 3014.7 thousand drams for ex-
amination of appeals, 16713,0 thousand drams for state
registers, 10322.2 thousand drams for registration of
assignment and license agreements, 278.2 thousand
drams for other activities.

On 26 April, 2001 the World Intellectual Prop-
erty Day for the first time was celebrated in Armenia.
On this occasion the Patent Office with cooperation
with the National Copyright Agency held a grand
meeting in the Assembly Hall of the Academy of Sci-
ence of the RA.

In the course of 2001 were held six meetings of
the Board of the Office and six meetings of the Board
of Appeal.

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INVENTIONS
AND UTILITY MODELS

In 2001 155 applications for inventions and 13
application for utility model were filed with the Patent
Office under the Government of RA, 153 — by national
applicants (table 1). As of December 31 2001 the total num-
ber of applications filed with Armpatent from 1992 was
1684. Growth of the number of applications is observed
in 2001 as compared to 2000 (153 applications in 2001
against 120 applications in 2000). The number of appli-
cations received from foreign applicants is doubled (15
applications in 2001 against 8 applications in 2000). Out
of 15 applications received from foreign applicants 7 were
filed under the terms of the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT).

In 2001 the number of international application
filed by national applicants significantly increased. If
from 1994 to 2000 only 12 international applications
for invention were filed with WIPO , in 2001 alone the

number was 15.

2442 notifications were received under the Mad-
rid Agreement for International Registration of trade-
marks with indication of Armenia. For 455 applications
on international registration was taken a decision on
preliminary refusal and for 208 — on final decision.

The breakdown with reference to residential
countries of applicants is presented in table 2.

The number of applications in 2000 as compared
to 1999 is reduced from 510 in 2000 to 407 in 2001.

As concerns the activity of foreign juridical per-
sons, it is reduced in national procedure from 399 in
2001 to 412 in 2000 and under the Madrid Agreement,
itis increased from 2442 to 2342. Such a picture of acti-
vity has political grounds but mainly is consequence
of followed economic policy and limitation of the mar-
ket of Armenia.

In the year under review 2 applications on in-

dustrial designs were filed with Armpatent.

NAMES

In the year under review 4687 applications on
registration of trade names were filed with Armparent.

4680 trade names were registered. Of this num-
ber, 8 applications were received in 2000, 14 applica-
tions were rejected for registration. As of January 1,
2001 one of the received applications was in the pro-
cess of examination

According to the decision of the Government
of RA Ne 289 of July 7, 2000, 22 authorizations were
given for use of the words “Arm”, “Armenia”, and “Ar-
menian” in trade names which is more by 1 as com-
pared to 2000.

AND COMPUTERIZATION

In 2001 4 issues of the Official Bulletin “Indus-
trial Property” were published: No 1(12), N 2(18), Ne
3(19), Neo 4(20), the last issue is in the form of CD-ROM:
The bulletins were published in Armenian and Rus-
sian. In these Bulletins were published official data
on patents for 138 inventions, 5 utility models and 4
industrial designs, as well as on 705 registered trade-
marks and service marks. The Law of the Republic of
Armenia on Trademarks, Service Marks and Appella-
tions of Origin and the Law of the Republic of Arme-
nia on Firm Name were published in the Official Bulle-
tin.The Rules for execution, filing and examination of
application for the grant of a patent on invention and
the Rules for execution, filing and examination of trade-
marks and service marks were published too.

According to the Article 24 of the Law on Pat-
ents of RA 12 numbers of the Official Bulletin “Inven-
tions Applications” were published for the purpose
of laying out to public inspection of the invention ap-
plications .

The Annual Report of Armpatent for 2000 was
published in Armenian, Russian and English.

The Official Bulletins free of charge were sent
to the Armenian Research Institute of Scientific and
Technical Information, the Fundamental Library of the
National Academy of Sciences of RA, the libraries of
the Armenian State University, Armenian Academy of
Agriculture and to the State Public Library.

According to the arrangements on patent infor-
mation exchange, Armpatent sent 22 copies of the
Official Bulletin and 23 copies of the Annual Report
to the Patent Offices of foreign countries.

The works on replenishment of funds of Scien-
tific Technical Library were continued. We came to an
agreement with interested ministries and offices, as
well as with National Assembly about joint issue on

ment was signed on May 22, 2001 in Moscow, and
the decision was made to issue a probe disk. Neces-
sary materials were prepared and sent to Rospatent.

Side by side the works were continued on auto-
mation and technical re-equipment of the Office. The
first version of subsystem “invention and utility mod-
els”, the first version of subsystem “office work” and
the second version of subsystem “trademarks” and
“trade names” were elaborated for informational sys-
tem. The working form of the automated working place
of the invention and utility model examiner is presented
in Fig. 7. The working forms of the automated work-
ing place of the paper work of incoming and outgoing
letters operator are presented in Fig.5 and Fig.6.

REGISTRATION OF
LICENSE AND ASSIGNMENT

AGREEMENTS

In the year under review in accordance with the
Procedure for registration of assignment agreements
and license agreements, and the Procedure for regis-
tration of trademark assignment agreements and li-
cense agreements were continued examination and
registration of assignment agreements and license
agreements.

In 2001 were examined and registered 64 agree-
ments, 59 of which on assignment of 162 trademarks,
3 on issue of licenses for the use of 3 trademarks and
2 for assignment of patent for invention.

The agreements were concluded between both

foreign and national legal entities.

LEGAL FIELD

One of the main trends of the activity of the Of-
fice is the improvement of the legal field for protec-
tion of industrial property subject matter.

In this connection the Statute of the Board of
Appeal of the Armpatent and the Rule for account-
ing and levy of State Fees in respect of the legal pro-
tection of Industrial Property subject matters and in-
tegrated circuits topographies were worked out and
registered in prescribed manner.

In the year under review the works were carried
out in the framework of Partnership and Cooperation
Agreement between Armenia and the European Com-
munities to bring in correspondence legislative instru-
ments of the Republic of Armenia related to the ob-
jects of industrial property with the legislation of the
European Community. And we continued to work to-
wards bringing in correspondence the Law of the Re-
public of Armenia “on patents” with the provisions

of the Patent Law Treaty.

INTERNATIONAL
COOPERATION

The main trends in the international cooperation
of Armpatent were the development and consolida-
tion of the cooperation with WIPO, EPO and EAPO,
the participation in various international treaties and
agreements, improvement of the professional skills of
Armpatent collaborators by training in foreign patent
offices, as well as the development of bilateral and mul-
tilateral relations with the patent offices of CIS and
foreign countries, the international and regional organi-
zations.

In 2001 17 collaborators of the Office took part
in the most essential sessions of WIPO, as well as in
the seminars organized by EPO in the frame of programs
TACIS and ICON which were organized in Geneva, Mu-
nich, Vienna, Hague, Sofia, Tbilisi, Moscow and Tashkent.

In the year under review two collaborators of
Armpatent passed a probation period within 15 days
for raising the level of skill in the Eurasian Patent Of-
fice (Moscow) where three examiners of the Office are
working on account of quotes of RA.

All the expenses connected with the missions
of the collaborators of the Office are reimbursed by
the abovementioned organizations.

In connection with accession to the Madrid
Agreement concerning the International Registration
of Marks two collaborators of the Office attended
additional training in WIPO.

Two collaborators of the Office attended trai-
ning courses in the WIPO Worldwide Academy or-
ganized in Geneva, Munich, Hague.

The President of the Armpatent S. Khantar-
djian was elected to the post of Vice Chairman of
the Administrative Council the EAPO and in this
connection congratulations was received from Kamil
Idris, Director General of the WIPO.
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
