INVENTIONS
AND UTILITY MODELS

In 2003 155 applications for inventions and 6
applications for utility models were filed with the
Intellectual Property Agency, 156 of which by nati-
onal applicants and 5 by foreign applicants (table 1).

As of January 1, 2004 the number of received
applications on inventions and utility models as of
1992 is 1980.

As compared to 2002 the total number of re-
ceived applications in 2003 is decreased by 61 or by
27,5 percent. The relation of applications received
from foreign and national applicants is almost not
changed.

Two applications of 5 received from foreign
applicants are filed by the procedure of Patent Co-
operation Treaty (PCT).

According to Articles 2(xv) and 10 of the Pa-
tent Cooperation Treaty (PCT) and the Rulel9 of
the Administrative Instructions Annex to it the In-
tellectual Property Agency as a receiving Agency
accepts applications from the nationals, legal pers-
ons, as well from the physical persons having per-
manent residence in the Republic of Armenia. Th-
ree international applications were filed with the
Agency in 2003 as a receiving Agency.

Thus, within the period 1994 - 2003 34 inter-
national applications for inventions were delivered
to International Bureau of the World Intellectual
Property Organization.

In 2003 927 applications for registration of
trademarks were filed with the Intellectual Proper-
ty Agency under national procedure (693 applicat-
ions from national applicants) and one application
for the right to use the appellation of origin.

Preliminary examination was carried out for
870 applications in the result of which all applicat-
ions were accepted for examination. 50 applicatio-
ns were withdrawn and decisions to refuse registra-
tion of 103 trademarks. In the year under review
602 trademarks and service marks were registered

2120 notifications were received under the
Madrid Agreement for International Registration
of Trademarks and the Protocol to that with indic-
ation of Armenia. For 420 applications on interna-
tional registration a decision was taken on prelimi-
nary refusal and for 316 — on final refusal. In the
year under review 13 decisions on refusal of intern-
ational registration assignment was taken. The br-
eakdown with reference to the residential countries
of applicants is given in table 2.

One application was filed for international
registration of a mark from the Republic of Armenia.

693 applications were received from national
applicants in 2003 as compared to 338 applications
received in 2002, thus the number of received appl-
ications is increased by 305 or approximately by 79 %.

As concerns the activities of foreign legal pe-
rsons it is increased both by national procedure
(232 applications in 2002 and 234 applications in
2003) and in the framework of Madrid Agreement

4(28). Information on patents for 169 inventions, 7
utility models, 12 industrial designs, 401 registered
trademarks and service marks, as well registration
of license and assignment agreement of trademarks
and patents (63 registrations) were included in the
Bulletins.

For the purpose of laying open the applicati-
ons for public inspection with reference to Article
24 of the Law on Patents of the Republic of Arme-
nia, 12 issues on «Applications for Inventions» of
Official Bulletins were published.

The Annual Report of the Agency for 2002 is
published in Armenian, English and Russian .

The Official Bulletins free of charge were sent
to the Armenian Research Institute of Scientific
and Technical Information, the fundamental libra-
ry of the National Academy of Sciences of the Re-
public of Armenia, the libraries of the Armenian
State University, the Engineering University, the
Armenian Academy of Agriculture, the State Pub-
lic Library and to the Book Palace of Armenia.

The Agency continued works on reinforcem-
ent of funds of Armenian Scientific Technical Cen-
tre. Information received from foreign patent offi-
ces was transferred to the Centre.

According to the preliminary arrangements
on patent information exchange, 21 copies of offi-
cial Bulletin and 23 copies of Annual Report were
sent to the Patent offices of foreign countries, as
well as to WIPO, EPO and EAPO.

For realization of the international agreeme-
nt «On joint publication of the regional patent — in-
formational product on optical discs CD - ROM»,
members of which are 9 CIS countries, 12 compact
discs «CISPATENT» is produced in 4 issues of
which bibliographical data on 169 inventions were
produced in Armenian, Russian and English.

REGISTRATION OF
LICENSE AND ASSIGNMENT
AGREEMENTS

In accordance with the Procedure for registr-
ation of assignment agreements and license agree-
ments, and the Procedure for registration of trade-
mark assignment agreements and license agreeme-
nts the Agency has continued examination and re-
gistration of assignment agreements and license
agreements in the reporting period.

68 agreements were examined and registered,
out of which 53 were on assignment of trademarks,
14 on issuing of licenses for the use of trademarks
and 1 for assignment of patent on invention during
the year of 2003.

The agreements on assignment of trademark
were concluded between both foreign and national
legal entities.

LEGAL FIELD

Works for improvement of the legal field for
protection of industrial property subject matters
were continued in the reporting period. Amendme-
nts were made in the Law on Patent and Law on
State fees of the Republic of Armenia.

Proposals on adoption of new Law of the Re-
public of Armenia on Copyright and Related righ-
ts were prepared which are in the initial stage of
discussions.

Proposals on making amendments and adde-
nda in various legislative acts concerning the Indu-
strial Property were prepared, which shall be subm-
itted to the minister in the established order.

INTERNATIONAL
COOPERATION

The main trends in the international cooperat-
ion of Intellectual Property Agency were the develo-
pment and consolidation of the cooperation with
World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO),
European Patent Office (EPO) and Eurasian Patent
Office (EAPO), participation in various internation-
al treaties and agreements, improvement of qualific-
ation of specialists of the Agency through trainings
and seminars in foreign and international patent of-
fices, as well as the development of bilateral and
multilateral relations with the patent offices of CIS
and foreign countries, the international and regional
organizations.

In 2003 8 specialists of the Agency have partic-
ipated in the most essential sessions of WIPO Working
Groups, as well as in the seminars organized by EPO.

In the reporting period the Agency representa-
tives have participated in the sessions of various
Working Groups in EAPO, where three exports of
the Agency work on account of quotes of the Repu-
blic of Armenia.

In 2003 2 specialist-experts of the Agency par-
ticipated in training programs of WIPO Worldwide
Academy. The training was held in Geneva.
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
