PREFACE

In 2008 the Intellectual Property Agency
of the Republic of Armenia continued imple-
mentation of its main functions in conformity
with the IP legislation of the Republic of Arme-
nia providing legal protection fo industrial
property subject matters connected with re-
ceipt of applications, carrying out examina-
tion, providing protective documents on inven-
tions, utility models, industrial designs, trade
marks, appellations of origin as well as publi-
cation of official information and implementa-
tion of other works provided by its Statutes.

At the same time attention has been paid
fo generalization of IP legislation and to the
works fowards development of the field, main-
ly to the improvement of the legal field, which
was carried out within the frameworks of the
measures providing the realization of the ac-
tivities of 2008 of the Government of the Re-
public of Armenia. The new Law on Trade
Names as well as the new Law on Inventions,
Utility Models and Industrial Designs have
been adopted which will replace the acting
Law of the Republic of Armenia on Patents.
The said Laws have entered into force since
January 1, 2009.

Besides, a series of secondary legal acts
issuing from the above Laws have been draft-
ed and presented to the Minister of Economy
for approval.

The works within the
frameworks of the said agreement are still in
course. The Intellectual Property Agency re-
ceives patent information from European Patent
Office as well as USA, Austrian, French and
from Canadian and European patent offices
within the framework of information exchange
by “CISPATENT” compact discs.

The Agency has been re-equipped
with 3 computers of type Intel(R) Core(TM) 2
DUO and computer supplementary devices and
equipments. Shortcomings and omissions in the
information system of the Agency revealed in
the course of its exploitation have been
eliminated.
