PREFACE

In 2009 the Intellectual Property Agency
of the Republic of Armenia continued imple-
mentation of its main functions in conformity
with the IP legislation of the Republic of Arme-
nia providing legal protection to industrial prop-
erty subject matters connected with receipt of
applications, carrying out examination, provid-
ing protective documents on inventions, utility
models, industrial designs, trade marks, appel-
lation of origin as well as publication of official
Information and implementation of other works
provided by its Statuftes.

At the same time attention has been paid
to generalization of IP legislation and fo the
works towards development of the field, mainly
to the improvement of the legal field, which was
carried out within the frameworks of the mea-
sures providing the realization of the activifies
of 2009 of the Government of the Republic of
Armenia. The new draft Law on Trademarks as
well as the new draft Law on Geographical In-
dications have been developed and submitted
to the Government of the Republic of Armenia
which will replace the acting Law of the Repub-
lic of Armenia on Trademarks, Service Marks
and Appellations of Origin. The new draft Law
on Valuation of Intellectual Property has been
developed and submitted fo the Ministry of
Economy.

Formby, as well as other officials from EAPO
member organizations were participated in the
Session.

During the meeting issues on broadening
the cooperation between the IP Agency and
WIPO, EAPO, EPO and similar organizations of
CIS countries were discussed.
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
