on inventions, utility models, industrial designs,
trademarks as well as publication of official
information and implementation of other
works provided by its Statutes.

Works towards improvement of the legal
field were continued in the reporting period.

Revised Trademark Law Treaty and
Patent Law Treaty were translated, harmonized
and submitted to the relevant bodies for
ratification.

A series of drafts of normative acts were
discussed by the Government of the Republic
of Armenia and relevant suggestions and

remarks were submitted.

In 2011 12 issues of the Official Bulletin

The bulletin “Applications on Trademarks
and Service Marks” was published. In 2011 24
/ssues of the bulletin were published.

Schemes of 112 inventions and 56 utility
models have been inputted, full descriptions of
first pages and claims of electronic forms as
well as description of 24 industrial designs
have been prepared and published and distrib-
uted to the patent owners and libraries, put in
the intranet of the Agency for inner use, as well
as on the website of the Agency and on optical
disc “CISPATENT” for pubic use.

Annual report of 2010 of the IPA was pre-
pared and published in Armenian, English and
Russian languages and their electronic forms
were prepared to put on the Internet page.

Technical and Statistic reports on inven-
tions and utility models, industrial designs,
trademarks and service marks for the year of
20170 have been presented to the World Intel-
lectual Property Organization (WIPQO).

agreements in the reporting period.

75 requests were examined and
registered, out of which 54 were on
assignment of rights to trademarks, 18 on
granting of licenses for use of trademarks, 2
for assignment of patent on invention, 1 on
granting of exclusive license on use of patent
during the year of 201].

The agreements on assignment of rights
to trademarks were concluded between both
foreign and national legal entities.

In accordance with Article 67 of the “
Law on Inventions, Utility Models and
Industrial Designs” of the Republic of
Armenia and the Procedure of forming and
examining of requests on the renewal of
registration of frademarks the Agency has
realized 282 renewals of registration of
trademarks, as well as 248 renewals of rights
conferred by patent on invention and utility
model and 10 renewals conferred by
certificate on industrial design.

the Republic of Armenia.

«Law on Making Amendments and
Supplements in the Republic of Armenia Law
on Trademarks» which was drafted by the
initiative of a group of members of the
National Assembly was adopted by the
National Assembly on March 26, 20171.

On March 11, 2011 the Government of
the Republic of Armenia approved the
Procedure on forming, filing and examining
of geographical indications, designations of
origin and guaranteed traditional products
issuing from the new Law on Geographical
Indications, which came into force on July 1,
2010. The decision on approval of the
Strateqy of the Republic of Armenia on
Intellectual Property Rights Protection was
adopted by RA Government on June 10,

In the International field the Intellectual
Property Agency cooperates with the World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO),
European Patent Office (EPO), Eurasian
Patent Office (EAPO) as well as CIS and
other foreign similar organizations.

In the reporting period  within the
framework of international cooperation the
specialists of the Agency participated in
seminars, training programs and in-service-
trainings organized by WIPO, EPO and EAPO
as well as those organized by the Embassy
of USA.

Eleven specialists of the Agency
participated in the ftraining programs,
seminars and other official meetings in
Geneva, Hague, Kishinev, Moscow,
Washington and Bishkek. Above-mentioned
events were organized and financed by
WIPO, WIPO Academy and European Union.
One specialist of the Agency visited the USA
for experience exchange.

In the reporting period three specialists
of the Agency for three weeks participated in
the educational program organized by the
Russian IP Institute.

In 2011 the Agency delegation, headed
by the Head of the Agency, paid a return visit
to Copenhagen.

The Intellectual Property Agency by the
Ministry of Economy organized a series of
seminars with the aim of awareness raising
among the public. EU copyright expert Dr.
Miha Trampuz from Slovenia was invited by
the EU Aadvisory Group fo Armenia for
analysis of the Law on Copyright and Related
Rights. Jorgen Blomqvist, PhD, Honorary
Professor in International Copyright Law,
professor of Copenhagen  University
conducted a seminar “Protection of Computer
Programs and Licensing” on October 17-21,
2011. A seminar on “Legal Protection of

Intellectual property Rights in Armenia” was
held in the National Centre of Innovations
and Entrepreneurship of the Ministry of
Economy of the Republic of Armenia where
several employees of the IPAgency delivered
speeches.
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
